Since it’s opening
it 1793, the Capitol has been built, burnt, rebuilt, extended and restored. Today, it stands as a monument not
only to its builders, but also to the American people and their government.

Important Tour Notes:

The Capitol Building tour is on request through the South Carolina Congressman’s office. All arrangements for
the Capitol Building Tour are being coordinated by the 376™ Bomb Group, and at this time have not yet been
confirmed. If we are unable to confirm the tour, it will be replaced with a sightseeing tour which will include
sites that are not part of the Friday sightseeing tour.

Arrangements are being made to permit those with limitations to be dropped off in the handicapped area.
However, if not, a shuttle bus will be provided to take those unable to walk to the security area. From this
point, there is a walk ramp to the capital entrance which is handicapped accessible. After this, elevators are
provided to both floors of the tour for those unable to climb the stairs. You will exit the same way, so they
have made it as handicapped accessible as possible. Hearing and speech impaired equipment is available.
You will be given a list of items NOT permitted on the tour in your registration packet. The tour is
approximately one (1) hour in length.
